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Who is BACVRA Mentioned in British Epigraphic Sources?

The surviving information about Bacurius the Iberian, an important
Georgian figure known to historiography from late antique Greco-Roman
sources, is valuable but fragmentary. The main goal of this article is to
reconstruct, based on British epigraphic sources, a certain period from
Bacurius’ life (368-378 AD) and his connections with the Roman military and
political elite of that time.

During the archaeological excavations of a Roman fort on Hadrian’s Wall
in Aesica (nowadays Great Chesters) in 1895, a fragment of terra sigillata
bowl inscribed with a Latin graffito BACVRA’ was discovered at the County
of Northumberland, Northeast England. A well-known researcher of Roman
inscriptions of Britain, Richard Wright suggests its connection with the Latin
form of a Georgian name Bacur/Bakur (lat. Bacurius). In 1938, a fragment of
an East Gaulish terra sigillata ceramic pot of Dr.37 form, with an analogical
inscription ‘BACVRA’ was found in another Roman town-fortress of England,
Deva (nowadays Chester). According to the archaeological data, the ceramic
fragments found in Deva and Aesica should date from the mid to the late 3%
century AD, although according to paleographical characteristics, the graffiti
can be dated to the 4" century AD.

BACVRA should be a diminutive of Georgian ‘Bacur’ ‘-a’ is one of the
most common diminutives suffixes both in old and modern Georgian. The
author of this article believes that these inscriptions should belong to Bacurius
the Iberian, a contemporary of the emperors Valens and Theodosius the Great,
who appears in Greco-Roman sources between 368 and 394 as a high-ranking
Roman military officer.
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At the beginning of 368 AD, Bacurius the Iberian serves at the court of
Emperor Valens as a protector domesticus. Bacurius and the future Emperor
Theodosius must have met and become friends at the court of the Eastern
Emperor. It was evidently after this fact that Bacurius appears in Britain, during
general Theodosius’ (father of the future emperor Theodosius the Great)
British campaign from spring 368 to the end of 369 AD. The future emperor
Theodosius also took part in his father’s campaign to Britain and participated
in military maneuvers.

Given these assumptions, the early biography of the Georgian prince can
be reconstructed as follows:

- young Bacurius rejected his lawful right to the Georgian royal throne
(the reasons are given at the beginning of this article) and went to serve in the
Roman military as a protector domesticus instead, not later than March 368;

- the same year, at the court of the Eastern Emperor Valens, Bacurius gets
acquainted with and befriends the future emperor Theodosius;

- in 368 Bacurius joins the British campaign of Theodosius the Elder, until
the end of 369;

— after the year 369, Theodosius the Elder and his son stay at the court
of the Western Emperor Valentinian I and Bacurius returns to the court of
Eastern Emperor Valens;

- 370-377 AD - a gap in Bacurius’ biography;

- 377 AD, after the death of tribune Barzimires (most probably the paternal
grandfather of Peter the Iberian) in a battle against the Goths, Bacurius receives
a title of the tribune of a Schola;

- on 9" August 378, Bacurius takes part in the battle of Adrianople, where
his tactical mistake at the beginning of the battle led to a tragic outcome for the
Romans and personally, for Emperor Valens;

- on 19" January 379, Bacurius’ friend Theodosius I the Great becomes
Emperor of the Eastern Empire, and regardless of the fatal mistake in the battle
of Adrianople, this is the beginning of a new phase in Bakur’s life and his fast
career advancement.
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
