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Introduction

Recently, increased attention has been paid to the Georgian Azerbai-
jani community, including their history and culture. Azerbaijanis represent
the largest ethnic minority in Georgia, and, according to the results of a gen-
eral population census, in 2014, the Azerbaijani population exceeded 230,000
people, accounting for more than 6% of the country’s population (National
Statistics Office of Georgia 2016, 8). In the Late Middle Ages, the entry and
establishment of Georgian Azerbaijani ancestors, the Turkoman tribes’, in
eastern Georgia was quite a prolonged and complex process. It was strongly
related with political and ethno-demographic conditions in Georgia over two
centuries, specifically, from the 16™ century to the 18" century, as well as with
the fundamental changes that the Transcaucasian political map underwent
during this period.

In the 20" and 21* centuries, a group of Georgian and foreign scholars
took a major step to investigate the past of Georgian Azerbaijanis; however,
the history of Turkoman tribes from eastern Georgia still has yet to be prop-
erly studied. Certain aspects are beyond research, and several inaccuracies and
uncertainties have created additional difficulties, all of which require a critical
analysis.

This article focuses on the various stages of the Turkoman tribes’ com-
ing to Georgia in the Late Middle Ages, and the circumstances of the creation

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of the geographical area inhabited by them. The demographic history of the
Turkoman tribes and various aspects of their everyday life have also been in-
vestigated. The article studied the forms of the dependence of the Turkoman
tribes on Georgian political entities in the 17" and 18" centuries, as well as
their role in the political and military history of the country.

For the investigation into the history of the ancestors of the Azerbaijanis
of Georgia, the Turkoman tribes, in the Late Middle Ages, this article em-
ployed various materials. In studying the causes, stages, and circumstances
of the entry of these tribes into Georgia, special importance was given to the
study-analysis and critical discussion of primary sources.

Georgian historical texts of the 17" and 18" centuries were analyzed from
a perspective that is relevant for this research. Georgian historians of this peri-
od were direct witnesses of the migration process of different Turkoman tribes
in the kingdoms of Kartli and Kakheti. The data they provided often contains
detailed information about the political events that preceded the establishment
of the Turkomans in Georgia, describes the process of their entry, demarcates
the area of settlement of newcomers, and reflects gradual changes. Moreover,
Georgian sources provide important information about the lifestyle, customs
and distinguishing features of the Turkomans.

At the same time, this article uses foreign sources from the 17" and 18"
centuries, from historical works to travelers’ records and letters. The sources
given by the foreign authors in some cases contain unique information about
the number, condition, localization and the history of Turkoman tribes settled
in the eastern part of Georgia. In this article, their references are processed,
critically discussed, and remarks are made.

Furthermore, alongside Georgian and foreign historical sources, together
with travelers’ records and letters, the article focuses on late medieval codes
and documents. These type of primary sources provide valuable information
about the property and legal status of the Turkomans. Further still, they give an
idea of the policies and attitudes of the Royal Court towards the new settlers.

While researching the history of the Turkoman population of eastern
Georgia, various statistical references and censuses were examined and criti-
cally discussed. Although to a certain extent defective and inaccurate, these
documents allow us to determine the number of Georgian Azerbaijanis, to-
gether with the geographical area of settlement at each particular historical
stage. Initially, the article processes and discusses the Georgian and Ottoman
censuses and statistical lists of the 18" century, information which is important
in the study of the history of the Turkoman tribes. Moreover, the censuses are
a valuable source of information about the ethno-demographic past of various
regions of eastern Georgia.
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To clarify the number of ancestors of Georgian Azerbaijanis at the turn of
the 18™and 19" centuries, as well as to reconstruct the area of settlement and
denominational affiliation as accurately as possible, this article uses censuses
conducted by the Russian Imperial Administration in the 19" century. Some
of them contain important inaccuracies; however, the article gives specific
instructions with regards to them, and considering this factor, the reliability
of statistical reference is discussed. At the same time, the article provides the
studies of Georgian historians of the 20" century in this direction, which have
been verified and assessments made.

After analyzing and processing the above-mentioned documents, the ar-
ticle provides noteworthy information on the ethno-demographic history of
eastern Georgia in the 18" century, and the radical changes that took place
during this period. The number of Turkoman population during different pe-
riods, as well as their proportion, is determined within the Kingdom of Kartli-
Kakheti and within the borders of today’s Georgia.

An important aspect is the Turkoman tribes’ past and their role in the mil-
itary history of Georgia in the 18" century. This issue is analyzed and discussed
in this article, several sources have been verified, and conclusions have been
made. Further, the article focuses on the peculiarities of the policy pursued by
the Kartli-Kakheti authorities in the newly acquired Turkoman territories and
the process of expanding the Georgian bureaucratic apparatus in the second
half of the 18" century.

The article highlights the importance of the works of authors from the
20" and 21* centuries, such as their processing and discussion. The knowledge
accumulated in the last century about the past of the Azerbaijanis of Georgia,
both in Georgia and abroad, has been considered and shared. At the same time,
the shortcomings, certain anachronisms, and inaccuracies of the 20" century
researchers have been identified and specific remarks have been made. As a
result of finding, acquiring and analyzing multifaceted primary and secondary
sources, the article offers new knowledge about various aspects of the history
of the Turkoman tribes in Georgia in the Late Middle Ages.

Seljuks in Eastern Georgia (11" and 12* centuries)

In the 11" century, the Seljuks of Oghuz® originating from the Central
Asia region to the west, conquered Iran, Mesopotamia, Syria, and Palestine,
and after defeating the Byzantines, they paved their way to Asia Minor. In the

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second half of the same century, they invaded the Southern Caucasus and be-
came neighbors of Georgia. Soon, the invasion of nomadic tribes, known as
the “Great Turkish Troubles™ began. Attempts by the Royal Court to stop their
attacks failed. In practice, the nomadic tribes spent the whole year on Geor-
gian territory, which caused the country to become overrun and led to the ces-
sation of agriculture and the annihilation of the population. During the winter,
the Turkic tribes would move along the banks of the rivers Iori and Mtkvari
(Unknown Chronicler 1942, 206). The defeat of the Seljuks and the expulsion
of the nomadic Turkic tribes from the country are linked with the name of
David IV. At that moment, the kingdom’s southern and eastern borders shifted
away from Georgian lands, there were constant wars between political units
formed after the collapse of the Seljuk state and Georgia throughout the next
century. David the Builder used Kipchaks to fight the Seljuks. Kipchaks were
Turkic, though not Oghuz people by origin. Some of them left Georgia, while
others assimilated into the Georgian population.

In the 11™ and 12" centuries, the Oghuz Turks, who invaded Adurbada-
gan’, Arran®, and Asia Minor, began to settle in the occupied territories. Grad-
ually, the ethnic and linguistic composition of those regions changed. In the
20" century, this process ended with the formation of the modern Azerbaijani
and Turkish nations.

Turkoman tribes near the borders of Eastern Georgia
(15" and 16" centuries)

The next appearance of the tribes of Turkic origin in the acentric parts of
eastern Georgia relates to the turn of the 14™and 15" centuries, in particular,
the invasion of Tamerlane and the period after it. From the 1400s onwards, the
kingdom of Georgia was involved in a long confrontation with the Turkomans
and the powerful states created by them. Two Georgian kings, George VII and
Constantine I, were killed in battle with them. It is very likely that the Turkom-
ans occupied Lore at that time, from where they were doing great damage to
the neighboring Georgian regions. The Muslims kept the fortress for a long
time, but in 1431, Alexander I liberated Lore (Javakhishvili 1967, 30-32). The
victory gained by the King was not the last, as the confrontation continued

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into the following decade. In 1440, the Sultan of Kara Koyunlu®, Jehan-Shah,
invaded Georgia, resulting in heavy casualties and havoc (Maisuradze 1999,
103-104). In the 1460s and 70s, a new adversary Aq Qoyunlu’ appeared in
the country. Lore Fortress and the Somkhiti Valley fell into the hands of this
Turkoman State (Javakhishvili 1967, 109). These territories were retaken by
the Georgians in 1478 after the death of Uzun-Hasan, the ruler of Aq Qoyunlu.
In the 1480s, his heir Yaqub sought to restore influence in Georgia, and mili-
tary operations on the southern border of Kartli resumed. At the turn of the
15" and 16" centuries, the Aghjakala Fortress, located in Kvemo Kartli, near
the Debeda river, became especially important.

The first and mostly unsuccessful attempts to settle Turkoman tribes in
Georgia date back to the 15" and 16" centuries. Vakhushti Bagrationi noted
that after one campaign, Constantine II expelled the Elis® from the southern
border of Kartli (Batonishvili 2012, 9). The scant population of Turkic lineage is
also mentioned in the decree issued by Luarsab I in 1537-1538. This document
concerns the division of Iotam and Orbel Baratashvili’s dominions. Among the
many settlements listed here, a small number of Tatars’ are mentioned (Dolid-
ze 1973, 14-33). The people of Turkic origin mentioned in the decree of the
King of Kartli belonged to the dominion of Iotam Baratashvili and seemed to
be fully integrated into the Georgian feudal system. The Georgian and Otto-
man censuses of the 18" century no longer show a Muslim population in these
areas. Permanent invasions of Turkoman tribes in the 15" and 16™ centuries
were reflected in the toponymy of Kvemo Kartli.

At the turn of the century, significant changes took place both in Georgia
and on its southern borders. United Georgia ceased to exist and was replaced
by the three kingdoms and one principality. At the same time, the Ottoman
Empire became the neighbor of Georgia from the south-west. From the be-
ginning of the 16" century, another powerful state — Safavid Iran, founded
by Shia Qizilbashs'’ bordered Georgia. Georgian political entities between the
two powerful empires had to fight for self-preservation and seek compromis-
es. In 1555, the Iran-Ottoman War ended with the Treaty of Amasya and the
establishment of the borders between the two states. According to the terms
of the peace, Georgia was divided into two parts: Kartli, Kakheti and east-

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ern Samtskhe fell under the influence of Iran, while Imereti, Odishi, Guria,
and western Samtskhe fell to the Ottomans. The kings of Kartli, Luarsab I and
Svimon I, failed to adapt to the reality and continued to fight. In 1578, a new
war broke out between Iran and the Ottomans. Soon, the Ottomans had occu-
pied much of the Southern Caucasus. Kartli came under Ottoman occupation.
Svimon I waged a long liberating war against the Ottomans. When the Iran-
Ottoman War ended in 1590, Iran had to cede important territories, including
eastern Georgia. In 1599, at the Battle of Nakhiduri, the Ottomans captured
Svimon I. The king died a few years later in Istanbul. The long war significantly
affected Kartli, reduced its population, and weakened the country economi-
cally (Egnatashvili 1989, 753).

Despite the dismantling of the Kingdom of Georgia in the 15" and 16"
centuries and the neighboring powerful Muslim States, the ethnic composi-
tion of the southern frontier regions of eastern Georgia remained practically
unchanged. At the same time, in the 16™ century, in the direct vicinity of the
Kingdoms of Kartli and Kakheti, the Qizilbash tribes settled, and the Sham-
shadilu and Qazakh khanates under Iranian rule were established (Boshishvili
2015, 85).

Khanate of Borchalu (17" and early 18" centuries)

At the beginning of the 17" century, the situation changed dramatically.
In 1603, the Shah of Iran launched a new war against the Ottomans, one of
the theatres of war being the Southern Caucasus. The kingdoms of Kartli and
Kakheti became involved in the war on the side of the Iranians. In 1604, the
united Iranian-Georgian army captured Erivan. After the victory, the Shah
forced the King of Kartli to cede the fortress of Lore and Debeda Gorge. The
transfer of this territory to the Iranians was an important military and political
event. From then on, the southern border of Kartli was violated, and the con-
trol of Kartli by Abbas I was greatly facilitated. In order to gain power in the
occupied territory, the Shah settled the Borchalu tribe there (Vakhushti 1941,
34). Borchalu was a Turkoman tribe, and its entry into Kvemo Kartli in the
early 17" century laid the foundation for the establishment of a strong Turkic
element in Georgia.

A small khanate was established on the territory occupied by the Bor-
chalu tribe, which formally existed until the end of the 18™ century. The newly
built khanate occupied the area from the east bank of the River Debeda to the
River Khrami (Vakhushti 1941, 35). In the 17" and 18" centuries, the borders
of Borchalu were not changed, and it still included the area between the riv-
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ers Debeda and Khrami (Guldenstadt 1962, 75). Thus, the interpretation of
Alisoibat Sumbatzade is wrong, as he equated restoration of control over Bor-
chalu and Qazakh by Teimuraz II in the 18" century with the entry of Bolnisi
and Dmanisi districts into Georgia (Cym6ar3azne 1990, 246). The above-men-
tioned districts remained a part of the Kingdom of Kartli during the 17" and
18" centuries and were included in the Somkhit-Sabaratiano. According to to-
day’s administrative division, the Borchalu khanate included the south-eastern
part of the Marneuli Municipality and a small border area between Armenia
and Azerbaijan, about 250-300 sq.km. The dissemination of the geographical
name of Borchalu as a large part of Kvemo Kartli relates to the administrative
division of the Russian Empire in the 19" century. Its use is anachronistic in
the context of the developments that took place in the 17" and 18" centuries.

Turkoman tribes in the Kingdom of Kartli
(17" and early 18" centuries)

Political developments in Georgia during the early 17 century had a sig-
nificant impact on the ethno-demographic and socio-economic situation in
eastern Georgia. After the invasions of Shah Abbas I, the anti-Iranian upris-
ings, and internal feudal conflicts in the 1610s and 20s, a new status quo was
established between Kartli and Iran in 1632, which lasted for 90 years. Despite
the great political and military dependence on Safavid Iran, the social and eco-
nomic structure established in Georgia over the centuries has been preserved.
It was during this period that new Turkoman tribes appeared in Georgia. The
tribes that came into the kingdom obeyed the royal authorities, who tried to
involve them in the existing political, social and economic system.

Sometime after the settlement of the Borchalu tribe in Georgia, the
Turkoman tribes occupied the western bank of the River Debeda, which was
called Alaghaji. Meanwhile, the Elis of the Kulari tribe settled in the Shulaveri
Valley (Vakhushti 1941, 34). It is noteworthy that in the 1720s, Kulari was one
of the largest villages in the region (Jikia and Shengelia 2009, 207-209). In the
gorge of the River Shulaveri, the Kularis and their villages are mentioned at the
end of the 18™ century (Bagrationi 1986, 56). The name of the Shah of Iran,
Safi, is related to the settlement of the Turkomans on both banks of the River
Khrami from the village Nakhiduri to Najbadini. This area, formerly called the
Tskaltashua, became known as Baidari in the 17" and 18" centuries (Vakhushti
1941, 45). Equally, Turkic tribes also settled near the confluence of the rivers
Algeti and Mtkvari, as far as the mountain of Iaghluja, and in the Karaia Val-
ley on the left bank of the Mtkvari river, where a large number of Demurchi-
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Hasanlu tribes settled (Vakhushti 1941, 48-50). The 17" century Georgian
historian Parsadan Gorgijanidze mentioned 5,000 Tatar households under the
administration of the King Rostom of Kartli (Gorgijanidze 1926, 52). At the
beginning of the 18" century, the Turkomans began to expand westward, in
the direction of the Mashavera river valley. This area was densely populated by
the Christians; hence, the nomadic tribes there were very few.

During the reign of Vakhtang VI, important information about the situa-
tion in Kvemo Kartli - Turkoman tribes” settlement area, number, way of life,

and the forms of dependence on the Royal Court, were given in: “Descrip-

tion of the Kingdom of Georgia’, “Dasturlamali”'! and the census of the Avant-
garde Banner (metsinave sadrosho)'? held in 1721. Further, the “Great defter
of Thilisi Vilayet”, compiled in 1728 during the Ottoman occupation, also con-
tains valuable information. According to Vakhushti Bagrationi, the nomadic
Elis in Kvemo Kartli, who were united in Obas®, lived mainly in the eastern
lowland of the Avant-garde Banner (metsinave sadrosho). Bagrationi names
194 Obas in Kvemo Kartli (Vakhushti 1941, 190-197). Most of these, 120, be-
longed to the Demurchi-Hasanlu tribe and inhabited the Karaia Valley. The
main area of the settlement of Turkomans during this period was downstream
of the rivers Mtkvari, Debeda, Khrami, and Algeti. To the north, the nomadic
Elis reached Lilo and Lochini. There, the Tatar villages were mentioned until
the end of the 18" century (Bagrationi 1986, 29). The Turkomans did not live
in Trialeti at all in the 17" and 18" centuries, while in the valley of the River
Mashavera, there were only two Obas — Nasiblu and Aghbagalu. Aghbablu was
mentioned in the census of 1721, a small number of Tatars under Georgian
feudal landowners (Takaishvili 1907, 175-176). As for Nasiblu, it is recorded in
the Ottoman census conducted seven years later in Sabaratiano Nahiye'* (Jikia
and Shengelia 2009, 120-121). Turkoman tribes either did not live in other
valleys of the Somkhit-Sabaratiano at all, or were very sparsely represented.
In “Dasturlamali”, regarding the inhabitants of Kvemo Kartli, Turkic tribes
were given separate chapters, where they were divided into different groups.
The Oymags' and Tabun'® groups, together with the number of households

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and taxpayers, were listed. The Elis were censused by the high justiciar (mdi-
vanbegi). In “Dasturlamali” other Elis were listed too, some of whom were
better described. The Elis, who had temporarily moved from other regions to
Kvemo Kartli, were mentioned there, among them the Elis from Kakheti and
Palakazio. This practice continued until the end of the 18" century (Bagrationi
1986, 60). Since most Turkomans were nomads and breeders, they moved sea-
sonally. According to Vakhushti Bagrationi, they spent winter in the Mtkvari
lowlands, Karaia Valley and Gareji mountains, whilst in summer they moved
to the mountains of Palakazio and Kaikuli (Vakhushti 1941, 51).

Most of the Turkic tribes living in Kartli and Kakheti were engaged in
farming, in addition to cattle breeding. Thus, for example, the Elis who lived
on the right bank of the Mtkvari were known for sericulture, growing rice,
cotton and cereals (Vakhushti 1941, 48). The Demurchi-Hasanlu tribe which
inhabited the Iori Plateau, also grew rice (Guldenstadt 1962, 245).

“Dasturlamali” contains important information about the forms the Royal
Court employed to involve the new populations in the feudal system, what
kind of taxes were paid, and the duties different groups of Elis had to fulfill,
etc. According to the same code, the census of Elis had to be carried out once
every three years (Umikashvili 1886, 22-23). After a detailed analysis of the
information available in “Dasturlamali’, Jason Lortkipanidze calculated the to-
tal number of Elis, which was approximately 3,325 households (Lortkipanize
1938, 150). It is noteworthy that neither Vakhushti Bagrationi’s “Description of
the Kingdom of Georgia’, nor the description of Avant-garde Banner (metsi-
nave sadrosho) in 1721, nor the “Dasturlamali” contain information about the
Turkomans living in the Borchalu Khanate.

In 1723, the Ottomans took advantage of the chaos in Iran and launched
a new war. Eastern Georgia came under Ottoman occupation. Ottoman rule
in Kartli did not last long, and ended in the mid-1730s, but before that the
new government had managed to census and tax the local population. The
Ottoman census contains a lot of important information and clarifies the
data about the Turkoman tribes living in Kartli. In the “Great defter of Tbilisi
Vilayet” of 1728, modern Kvemo Kartli was divided into several administrative
subregions, the largest and most populated of which was Sabarationo Nahiye,
as well as Somkhiti Liva'” Nahiye. In both places, the number of Turkomans
was small, especially in Sabaratiano. These administrative subregions were in-
habited by Christians. In this regard, the defter repeats the information of the
census of 1721 and the notes given by Vakhushti. It is worth noting the case
of Turkoman tribes living in Somkhiti and their economic relations with local

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landowners. For example, the local people in Poladauri cultivated the lands
of Kvemo Bolnisi, therefore gave one-fifth of their behre'® to the landowners
(Jikia and Shengelia 2009, 351).

The “Great defter of Thilisi Vilayet” contains important information about
the main area of settlement of the Turkoman tribes in Kvemo Kartli. Admin-
istratively, it was Baidari and Timurji Hasanlu Nahiyes and Akhcha kala Liva.
All three subregions were inhabited almost entirely by sedentary and nomadic
Turkomans. The people of these areas often moved due to their way of life.
In this regard, it is significant to whom such people paid taxes. For example,
the population of the village of Zimeqi Shahlu in Baidari wintered in Bor-
chalu, hence they had to pay part of their taxes to the landowners in Borchalu,
whereas other taxes had to be paid to the Baidaris (Jikia and Shengelia 2009,
200). In the Nahiye of Timurji Hasanlu many different Turkoman tribes were
recorded, whose names are also reflected in the toponymy of the region. The
tribes of Yuzbashy, Sarajlu, Kepenkchy, and others were presented in Nahyie
(Jikia and Shengelia 2009, 221-261). The nomadic population of Borchalu in
Akhcha Kala Liva was joined with the Oymags, which were divided into dif-
ferent Jamias" (Jikia and Shengelia 2009, 390-411). According to the avail-
able sources, in the 1720s, Kvemo Kartli was quite densely populated, with a
predominantly Christian (mostly Georgian) population in the north, west and
centre, and Turkoman tribes in the east (see the Map 1).

It was important for the Royal Court to use the tribes that settled in Geor-
gia as a military force. One of the duties of Turkomans was going to war. For
example, the Elis living in Baidari were “tax payers and warriors” of the king
(Vakhushti 1941, 41). The importance of using the Turkic population of Bor-
chalu, Qazakh and other parts of Kartli-Kakheti increased even more from the
mid-18" century.

In the 17" and 18" centuries, the Royal Court gave great importance to the
expansion of the authority of Georgian bureaucracy over the new population.
For example, King Vakhtang V of Kartli appointed Vakhtang Baratashvili-Or-
belishvili as a high justiciar (mdivanbegi) of Tatars, together with other parts
of the Kingdom (Takaishvili 1909, 137-138). In the late 18" century, Teimuraz
IT and Erekle II took important steps towards the centralization of the king-
dom. At the same time, the borders of Kartli and Kakheti were significantly
expanded, full control over Borchalu, Bambaki and Qazakh regions was re-
stored, and the king’s influence spread to Shamshadilu. Erekle II was very at-
tentive towards the Turkoman regions and sought to control the local rulers.

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In the late 18" century, Georgian nobles were appointed there as governors. In
the 1790s, a number of Turkic tribes fell under the direct control of members
of the royal family.

Turkoman tribes in the Kingdom of Kakheti
(17" and 18" centuries)

In the 17" century, nomadic Turkoman tribes were settled in the Kingdom
of Kakheti. After the devastating invasions of Shah Abbas I in 1614-1617, a
significant part of the Kakhetian population was killed or deported to the inte-
rior provinces of Iran. Several parts of the kingdom were completely emptied,
some of them chiefly uninhabited even before the 20" century. The settlement
of Elis into Kakheti was not a homogenous process, and lasted a long time. The
Turkoman population was settled on the Iori Plateau by King Teimuraz I and
the ruling Khans of Kakheti (Vakhushti 1941, 89). Different processes took
place in the 1650s in Shida Kakheti, seeing the Shah of Iran, Abbas II, attempt-
ing to settle numerous Turkoman tribes.

The influx of a large number of foreign, nomadic people disrupted the
socio-economic relations that had formed over the centuries. This situation
jeopardized the existence of Kakheti and the surrounding mountain areas,
leading to insurgency. Georgians from the mountainous regions, the Tush-
etians, Pshavs and Khevsurs, had a crucial role in the uprising. The Bakhtrioni
uprising ended with the annihilation of the local Turkoman population. The
Armenian historian Arakel of Tabriz estimated the number of Turkomans
killed at 1,500 households (Davrizhetsi 1974, 56). The number given by Ara-
kel would be realistic. According to “The New Georgian Chronicle”, after the
Bakhtrioni uprising, there were no more Turkoman tribes in Kakheti, except
in Karaghaji and its surroundings, where the Khan’s residence was located at
that time (Egnatashvili 1989, 815).

By the turn of the 18" century, in Kakheti, the Turkomans were living only
in the lower Alazani Valley and on the Iori Plateau. This is where Vakhushti
Bagrationi mentioned the Padar tribe (Vakhushti 1941, 97). Padars were quite
numerous and powerful, and many toponyms with their name have survived
to this day in the territory of Azerbaijan.

Johann Guldenstadt assigned the tribes living on the banks of the River
Tori to the Demurchi-Hasanlu tribe, and determined their number at 10,000
households, which Nader Shah scattered and raided in the mid-18" century.
According to Guldenstadt, some of these moved to Kvemo Kartli and re-cre-
ated the Demurchi region (Guldenstadt 1962, 75). However, Timurji Hasanlu
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Nahiye was mentioned in the “Great defter of Tbilisi Vilayet” in 1728. Ad-
ditionally, Vakhushti Bagrationi names the same tribe in Karaia Valley, and
as such, their appearance in Kartli should not be related with the Nader Shah
incursion as it likely happened earlier. According to Vakhushti, the Turkoman
tribes living on the banks of the rivers of Alazani and Iori were simultane-
ously overthrown by Nader Shah and exiled to Khorasan (Vakhushti 1941, 97).
Ioane Bagrationi confirmed the information of Prince Vakhushti and Johann
Guldenstadt, mentioning the deserted villages of the Elis in Kakheti in the
area of lori (Bagrationi 1986, 67). Bagrationi further noted that the Elis used
to live in Kiziki, though no-one of Turkic origin can be found in Kiziki. De-
spite that, Azerbaijanis still live on the banks of the River Iori in Gare Kakheti.
In the mid-19" century, only 158 Tatar households lived in Sighnaghi county
(KaBkasckmit kanenpapp 1854, 277), and they settled in several villages of Gare
Kakheti. At the end of the same century, the population of the above-men-
tioned villages increased to a total of 319 households (Csox cTaTucTuaecknx
DAHHDBIX... 1893, 84).

In the mid-18" century, another area of the Turkoman population surged
in Kakheti, near Telavi. Johann Guldenstadt recorded information about the
circumstances of their resettlement in Georgia, linking the establishment of
this population to Erekle II. He wrote that Turkomans living in Mughan Val-
ley®, between the rivers of Araxes and Mtkvari, who had been severely per-
secuted by Nader Shah, were resettled to Kakheti by Erekle II. He listed their
villages as Mughanlo, Kapankhchi, Karajala and Kizilhajil. Guldenstedt esti-
mated the number of Turkic new settlers at 250 households (Guldenstadt 1962,
39). They are also mentioned in the “The Description of Kartli-Kakheti”. The
Tatars living there were under the administration of Prince Teimuraz, the son
of George XII at the end of the 18" century (Bagrationi 1986, 69). The quantity
of the Turkoman population of Telavi surroundings was small, and it is con-
ceivable that in the last years of the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti, their number
did not exceed a few hundred people. According to the “Caucasian Calendar”,
in 1855, 199 Tatar households lived in Telavi county (KaBkasckuit kanengapp
1854, 277). At the end of the 19" century, only two of the above-mentioned
villages, Karajala and Kapankhchi, were left, while the population increased to
351 households (Cop cratucTuyecknux ga"HHbIX... 1893, 88).

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Kvemo Kartli in the mid- and late 18" century

In the mid-18™" century, the political situation in eastern Georgia switched
again, resulting in tangible changes to the demographic and ethnic composi-
tion of the country. The Ottoman occupation was over and Iranian hegemony
had been restored in the eastern Caucasus. Feudal anarchy intensified in Kar-
tli-Kakheti in the 1730s, and in the 1740s, Erekle IT had to confront Abdullah-
Beg, a pretender for the throne, in Kvemo Kartli, which ended with the King’s
victory. At the same time, in the 18" century, the Dagestanis’ destructive at-
tacks (“Lekianoba™') had spread throughout eastern Georgia, causing great
damage to Kvemo Kartli and eventually leading to its collapse. Despite repeat-
ed defeats, the Dagestanis could not be stopped. As a result, by the mid-18®*
century, the Somkhit-Sabaratiano and Trialeti population had begun to de-
cline, and ended within a few decades. By the last quarter of the century, much
of Kvemo Kartli had been almost completely deserted. Based on the 1721 cen-
sus and on “Dasturlamali’, Jason Lortkipanidze suggested that about 12,500
households were living in the area (Lortkipanidze 1938, 153-155). However,
by the 1770s, Johann Guldenstadt described most of Kvemo Kartli region as a
deserted and uninhabited area (Guldenstadt 1962, 239). The German traveler’s
note is repeated in 1770, in a statistical list compiled on the order of Erekle
II, in which Trialeti is referred as tarnished and depopulated. According to
the same document, Somkhiti and Sabaratiano were almost completely empty,
where one out of 40 and one out of 100 inhabitants remained (Gamrekeli and
Tskitishvili 1973, 154).

In the 18" century, “Lekianoba” and its devastating effects were being well
described by Georgian historians of the period. In this regard, Papuna Or-
beliani and his “The Stories of Kartli” provides much valuable information.
In 1757, according to Orbeliani, Somkhit-Sabaratiano completely emptied,
with the population living there moving to Shida Kartli and Kakheti (Orbeli-
ani 1913, 238). Guldenstadt, who visited Georgia, in 1772 noted that Akhtala
had been depleted due to frequent Dagestani incursions, and Georgians and
Armenians living there had moved to Borchalu and Kakheti 10 years earlier
(Guldenstadt 1962, 239).

In the 1790s, the majority of Kvemo Kartli was covered with deserted vil-
lages, and the sedentary population no longer existed. Ioane Bagrationi named
85 villages in Trialeti that were depopulated. The same happened with Balichi,
Bolnisi, Gomareti, Zurtaketi, Zirbiti, Za, Kazreti, Kianeti, Argisi, Pinezauri,

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Kveshi, in the Chivchavi and Khozhorni valleys, and in another 300 villages
located there (Bagrationi 1986, 47-58). By the end of the century, only two
inhabited villages remained on the Bogvi Gorge and on the River Mashavera.
The Christian population no longer populated the Shulaveri river valley. The
area of depopulation given in “The Description of Kartli-Kakheti’, with mod-
ern administrative-territorial division, completely covered the Dmanisi and
Tsalka municipalities, most of the municipalities of Bolnisi and Tetritskaro,
and the western part of Marneuli municipality. The northern, western and
central parts of Kvemo Kartli were almost completely emptied of a popula-
tion. There, until the late 18" century, a mainly Georgian (northern, western)
and mixed (central part) population lived. Only a few villages around Thbilisi
survived the depopulation (Bagrationi 1986, 46-47).

By the 1790s, the southernmost part of the Kartli-Kakheti Kingdom,
where a mixed Christian (predominantly Armenian) and Turkoman popula-
tion lived, was on the verge of complete depopulation. Some of the valleys of
Arpachai (Shorageli), Lore-Bambaki, Tashiri, Kaikuli and Chochkani were no
longer inhabited, and in some places very few people remained. Today, this
territory is part of the Republic of Armenia, repopulated in the 19" and 20*
centuries (see Map 2).

Turkoman tribes in Eastern Georgia
from the mid-18" century to 1801

“Lekianoba” significantly affected the Turkoman population of Kartli. Ac-
cording to Sekhnia Chkheidze, in 1734, the Dagestanis raided the Turkoman
settlements (Chkheidze 1913, 45). Papuna Orbeliani also described the attacks
of the Dagestanis on the Turkic tribes. During one such raid, they attacked
Demurchi-Hasanlu, Baidari and Borchalu. After the defeat at Baidari, they
moved to Borchalu and sacked it, while the local Turkomans sought refuge
in the Fortress of Aghjakala (Orbeliani 1913, 226-227). Despite the frequent
raids and looting, unlike Trialeti and the Somkhit-Sabaratiano, the Turkoman
settlements did not depopulate.

In the 1770s, Johann Guldenstadt wrote about 2,000 families living in
Borchalu and listed the villages in the region, some of which were built during
the reign of Nader Shah, and some of which were inhabited by people from
other parts of the country. According to the German traveler, one example
was Sadakhlo, founded in 1771 by 40 Tatar and 20 Armenian households from
Aghjakala (Guldenstadt 1962, 243). He named Qazakh as the most densely
populated region. According to him, among 6,000 households who lived there,
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two-thirds were Turkoman and one-third Armenian (Guldenstadt 1962, 241).
Today, historic Qazakh is located near Georgia, on the territory of Azerbaijan
and Armenia. Despite its shortcomings, the Demographic List of 1770 allows
for a rough idea of the number of Turkomans in Kartli-Kakheti. According
to the above-mentioned document, the population of Borchalu and Bambaki
was defined as 2,560 households, while Demurchi-Hasanlu and Baidari had a
population of 1,000 and 200 households respectively. Along with the Turkom-
an tribes, a small number of Armenians also lived in Borchalu and Bambaki.
According to the 1770 list, there were 1,000 Tatar households living in Kakheti,
which is likely a highly exaggerated number. At the same time, 3,500 and 2,200
Turkoman households were named in Qazakh and Shamshadilu (Gamrekeli
and Tskitishvili 1973, 153-154). This demographic list, compiled on the order
of Erekle II, more or less agrees with Guldenstadts information. According to
both sources, Qazakh was the most densely populated Turkoman region in the
Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti.

The census provided by the Russian administration, which was held three
years after the annexation of Kartli-Kakheti, contains different information.
According to this document, the Kingdom was divided into several adminis-
trative units. Kvemo Kartli and the surrounding areas were within one county
and three Tatar districts. 3,908 inhabitants in Lore county took part in the cen-
sus, 17,759 in the Borchalu district, 21,217 in Shamshidilu, and only 10,161 in
Qazakh (KaBkascknit kanenpapp 1850, 82). It should be noted that the census-
es conducted in the early 19" century contain many inaccuracies and need to
be critically examined. In particular, in the 1804 census, the male population
in the Qazakh district was multiplied several times to the female, a fact that
indicates that the statistic was flawed. According to the 1842 census, 92,014
people lived in three Tatar districts (KaBkasckmit kanenmapp 1850, 82). Ad-
ditionally, the small Turkic population lived beyond the above-mentioned ad-
ministrative units. Based on the “Caucasian Calendar” of 1855, there were 96
families of Tatars living in Tbilisi, while in Tbilisi county, Georgian Azerbai-
janis numbered 3,460 households (KaBkascknit kanengapp 1854, 277). During
that period, Thilisi county fully included modern Kvemo Kartli. Based on the
“Caucasian Calendar”, it can be said that in the mid-19" century, 3,919 Tatar
households were living on the territory of Georgia. In the second half of the
century, the administration of the empire divided Kvemo Kartli into two coun-
ties: Borchalo and Thilisi. According to the 1886 census, there were 4,928 Tatar
households in Borchalo county (CBox craTucTuyeckux BaHHBIX... 1893, 43)
and 929 in Tbilisi county.

The above-mentioned statistics suggest that by the end of 18" century, the
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Turkoman population of Kartli-Kakheti numbered around 50,000-55,000.
About 20,000 of them lived on present-day Georgian territory, in Kartli and
Kakheti (Jaoshvili 1984, 78). Others settled in parts of the kingdom that nowa-
days belongs to the republics of Azerbaijan and Armenia - Qazakh and Sham-
shadilu. At the same time, it is important to determine the share of Turkomans
in the total population of the country. By 1800, about 20% of the 250,000
270,000 people living in the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti belonged to the Tur-
kic tribes. If the population of eastern Georgia is counted within the modern
borders, the share of Turkomans will be reduced to 9-10%.

The confessional affiliation of the Turkoman population of eastern Geor-
gia is also noteworthy. 17" and 18" centuries sources do not contain enough
information about this issue. Fortunately, important data is preserved in 19*
century documents. According to the 1886 census, of the 33,191 Muslims liv-
ing in Borchalo county, 16,551 were Sunnis and 16,640 were Shiites (Cop,
CTATUCTUYECKNX JaHHBIX... 1893, 43). In two districts of the county, Borchalo
and Trialeti, Sunnis numbered more than Shiites, while in the districts of Kath-
arinenfeld” and Lore, the Shiite population prevailed. Sunnis dominated the
Muslim population of Tbilisi and the Sighnagi county. Moreover, in the Telavi
county, all Muslims were Sunnis. The situation was different in Tbilisi, where
1,024 Shiites and only 306 Sunnis lived (CBop cTaTMcTM4ecKux JaHHBIX...
1893, 100). At the end of the 19" century, 58% of Georgian Azerbaijanis were
Sunnis and 42% Shiites. Approximately the same ratio would have been seen in
the Turkoman population in Kartli-Kakheti in the last years of the kingdom’s
existence.

In the late 18" century, the Turkic population was still living in the same
geographical area they had been in at the beginning of the century. In this
sense, a letter dated June 24, 1772 by Johann Guldenstadt contains interest-
ing information. One of the main goals of the German scientist’s voyage to
Georgia was to obtain information about the country’s ores and minerals. For
this reason, Guldenstadt visited the deserted village of Dambluti in the Bolnisi
Valley. He noted that the site was in a very inconvenient geographical location,
as everything in the 50 verst® area was deserted. To the west, a day away, were
Ottoman fortresses, and to the east the nearest settlements inhabited by the
Tatars of Borchalu and Baidari were 50 verst away (Guldenstadt 1964, 147).
Trialeti and Somkhit-Sabaratiano remained almost empty until the last years
of the Kartli-Kakheti kingdom. The repopulation of these areas began in the
last years of the 18" century and became intensive in the 19" century.

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In the 18" century, the Turkomans of Kartli-Kakheti played an important
role in the life of the kingdom. The Turkic population of eastern Georgia was a
considerable military force, and the Royal Court paid special attention to their
retention. Erekle II tried to prevent them from leaving Georgia and when they
did leave, the King tried to bring them back. For example, in 1755, Turkoman
tribes suddenly left the country and moved to the Khanate of Erivan. Erekle
IT gathered an army, caught up with them, and forced them to return to Geor-
gia (Kherkheulidze 1989, 57). By the late 18" century, some 23,000 soldiers
could be mobilized in the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti, of which 18,000 were
Georgians and Armenians and 5,000 Tatars (Gamrekeli and Tskitishvili 1973,
154-155).

In some cases, the rulers of neighboring khanates, during their confron-
tations with the Georgian kings, were able to win the Elis, their Sultans and
Khans, over and so gain advantages. Teimuraz II and Erekle II tried to prevent
it through punitive expeditions, as well as seizures of the sultanate and khanate
for those who betrayed the king. One of the most common prevention meth-
ods was disposing of unreliable authorities and isolating them in Tbilisi. The
court of Kartli-Kakheti dealt with such cases mostly successtully. Until the last
years of the kingdom’s existence, the Turkomans living in Georgia remained an
important military force for the state.

Conclusion

The Late Middle Ages are the most important period in the history of the
Georgian Azerbaijanis. The first attempts of the Turkomans to settle in Georgia,
mostly unsuccessful, took place during the 15" and 16" centuries. The turning
point was in the 1600s, when the Shah lodged Turkomans in Kvemo Kartli
and founded the Borchalu region. Over the next two centuries, the number of
Turkoman tribes in Kartli and Kakheti and their settlement area increased, in
some cases at the initiative of the Iranians, and at other times through that of
the Georgian kings. The establishment of a new population in the country was
at various stages characterized by both bloody confrontation and peaceful co-
existence. In the mid-18" century, the settlement area of Turkoman migrants
in Georgia was finally established.

In the 17" and 18" centuries, the Royal Court took important steps to in-
tegrate the newcomers into the socio-economic system of the country and to
establish strong political control over the Turkoman tribes. Erekle IT achieved
great success in this regard, gaining full control over the Turkoman population
and assigning them to the service of the kingdom.

The Oghuz Turks that were settled in the eastern part of Georgia were
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known by various names, among them Tatars, Turkomans, and Elis, as well as
their own names for specific tribes. In the 20" century, the ethnonym Azerbai-
jani was taken on, which included the whole population of Turkic origin living
in the Southern Caucasus. In some cases, the population united under the eth-
nonym “Azerbaijani” had a divergent past and formation, yet they all retained
their characteristic features, and Georgian Azerbaijanis are no exception. Ulti-
mately, it is significant that as a result of the political and ethno-demographic
processes developed in Georgia in the 17" and 18" centuries as a result of the
partial or full depopulation of some parts of Kartli and Kakheti, favourable
conditions were created for the further expansion of Turkoman-inhabited
areas. In the early 20" century, the geographical settlement area of Georgian
Azerbaijanis was finally reshaped and took its current form.
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
